Britain is the country with old cultural traditions and customs. The official languages of the
state are English, Welsh, Scottish and Gaelic. The national symbol of the country is the Union
Jack- the National Flag having 3 red and white crosses on the dark blue field.

The United Kingdom is a constitutional monarchy. Officially the head of the state is the Queen.
Her power is not absolute, it is limited by the Parliament. The British Parliament is one of the
oldest Parliaments in the world. It consists of two chambers: the House of Commons and the
House of Lords.

There are several political parties in the country. The largest and the most influencial of them
are the Conservative (the Tory) , the Liberal (the Whigs) and the Labour parties.

It consists of
50 states and a “federal district", the site of the capital, Washington D.C. Like West Germany,
the U.S. is a federal republic. In contrast to countries like Britain - where the head of state (the
king or queen) and the head of government (the prime minister) are two different people - the
United States has a president who is both the head of government and the head of state.
Politically and economically the U.S. is the most powerful country in the world. It is also the
most conspicuous country in the sense that America's fashions and poli—cies, goods and
weapons, executives and soldiers have shaped today's world to a much greater extent than those
of any other nation.
Considering its prominent position in the world, it is perhaps not surprising that the United States
is both liked and disliked more intensely than any other country. Sometimes a difference is made
between the American people, who are seen as warm, friendly and open, and the U.S.
government, whose policies are disapproved of.
“America is so vast that almost everything said about it is likely to be true, and the opposite is
probably equally true,” said the American writer James T. Farrell. The United States is a country
of rain forests and deserts, mountains and prairies. On one and the same November day the
temperature may be 28 degrees in Texas and -7 degrees in Alaska. Its citizens may be “old-
stock™ Americans or the de-scendants of immigrants from European, Asian and Latin American
countries, they may be American Indians or the descendants of African slaves, or they may be
foreigners who have become naturalized. Though they are all Americans, some of them are still
underprivileged minority groups, who live in neighbourhoods of their own and have their own
character, customs, religion, and sometimes language. “The worst country to be poor in is
America,"” said the English historian Arnold Toynbee. While U.S. wages are among the highest
in the world and the majority of Americans are extremely well off, about 15 per cent of the
population live “below the poverty line”. The poverty rate is highest in Mississippi (25 per cent)
and lowest in Wyoming (8 per cent). Nationwide the poverty rate is 11 per cent for whites, 30
per cent for Hispanics, and a shocking 35 per cent for blacks - every third black person lives in
poverty.

All British children must stay at school from the age of 5 until they are 16.

Many of them stay longer and take final examinations when they are 17 or 18. Before 1965 all
children of state schools had to go through special intelligence tests. There were different types
of state secondary schools and at the age of 11 children went to different schools in accordance
with the results of the tests.

State schools are divided into the following types:

Grammar schools. Children who go to grammar schools are usually those who show a preference
for academic subjects, although many grammar schools now also have some technical courses.
Technical schools. Some children go to technical schools. Most courses there are either
commercial or technical.

Modern Schools' Boys and girls who are interested in working with their hands and learning in a
practical way can go to a technical school and learn some trade.

Comprehensive schools. These schools usually combine all types of secondary education. They
have physics, chemistry, biology laboratories, machine workshops for metal and woodwork and
also geography, history and art departments, commercial and domestic courses.

There are also many schools which the State does not control. They are private schools. They
charge fees for educating children, and many of them are boarding schools, at which pupils live
during the term time.

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After leaving school many young people go to colleges of further education. Those who become
students at Colleges of Technology (called «Techs») come from different schools at different
ages between 15 and 17. The lectures at such colleges, each an hour long, start at 9, 15 in the
morning and end at 4,45 in the afternoon.

In recent years, scientific and technological developments have drastically changed life on our
planet as well as our views both of ourselves as individuals in society and of the Universe as a
whole.
Today, science and technology are closely related. Many modern technologies such as nuclear
power and space flights depend on science and the application of scientific knowledge and
principles. Each advance in pure science creates new opportunities for the development of new
ways of making things to be used in daily life. In turn, technology provides science with new and
more accurate instruments for its investigation and research.

Technology refers to the ways in which people use discoveries to satisfy needs and desires, to
alter the environment, to improve their lives. Throughout human history, men and women have
invented tools, machines, materials and techniques, to make their lives easier.

Of course, when we speak of technology today, we are looking at it in a much narrower sense.
Generally, we mean industrial technology, or the technology that began about 200 years ago with
the development of power-driven machines, growth of the factory system, and mass production
of goods that has created the basis for our modern society. Today we often say that we live in an
age of science and technology. According to one estimate, 90% of all the scientists who ever
lived, were alive and active in the 1970-s. This increased scientific activity has brought new
ideas, processes, and inventions in ever-growing amount.

The scientific revolution that began in the 16th century was the first time that science and
technology began to work together. Thus, Galileo, who made revolutionary discoveries in
astronomy and physics, also built an improved telescope and patented a system of lifting water.
However, it was not until the 19th century that technology truly was based on science and
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inventors began to build on the work of scientists. For example, Thomas Edison built on the
early experiments of Faraday and Henry in his invention of the first practical system of electrical
lighting. So too, Edison carried on his investigations until he found the carbon filament for the
electric bulb in a research laboratory. This was the first true modern technological research.

In a sense, the history of science and technology is the history of all humankind.

When the world was at a very primitive stage of development there were no laws to regulate life
of people. If a man chose to kill his wife or if a woman succeeded in killing her husband that was
their own business and no one interfered officially.
But things never stay the same. The life has changed. We live in a complicated world. Scientific
and social developments increase the tempo of our daily living activities, make them more
involved. Now we need rules and regulations which govern our every social move and action.
We have made laws of community living.
Though laws are based on the reasonable needs at the community we often don’t notice them. If
our neighbour plays loud music late at night, we probably try to discuss the matter with him
rather than consulting the police, the lawyer or the courts. When we buy a TV set, or a train
ticket or loan money to somebody a lawyer may tell us it represents a contract with legal
obligations. But to most of us it is just a ticket that gets us on a train or a TV set to watch.
Only when a neighbour refuses to behave reasonably or when we are injured in a train accident,
the money wasn’t repaid, the TV set fails to work and the owner of the shop didn’t return money
or replace it, we do start thinking about the legal implications of everyday activities.
You may wish to take legal action to recover your loss. You may sue against Bert who didn’t pay
his debt. Thus you become a plaintiff and Bert is a defendant. At the trial you testified under oath
about the loan. Bert, in his turn, claimed that it was a gift to him, which was not to be returned.
The court after listening to the testimony of both sides and considering the law decided that it
was a loan and directed that judgment should be entered in favour of you against Bert.
Some transactions in modern society are so complex that few of us would risk making them
without first seeking legal advice. For example, buying or selling a house, setting up a business,
or deciding whom to give our property to when we die.

Political System of Great Britain
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The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is a constitutional monarchy. It
means that the sovereign reigns but does not rule. Britain does not have a written constitution,
but a set of laws.

Parliament is the most important authority in Britain. Technically Parliament is made up of three
parts: the Monarch, the House of Lords; and the House of Commons. In reality the House of
Commons is the only one of the three which has true power. The monarch serves formally as
head of state. But the monarch is expected to be politically neutral and should not make political
decisions. The present sovereign is Queen Elizabeth Il. She was crowned in Westminster Abbey
in 1953.

The House of Commons consists of Members of Parliament. There are 650 of them in the House
of Commons. They are elected by secret ballot. General elections are held every five years. The
country is divided into 650 constituencies. All citizens, aged 18 and registered in a constituency,
have the right to vote.

There are few political parties in Britain thanks to the British electoral system. The main ones
are: the Conservative Party, the Labour Party and the Liberal / Social Democratic Alliance. Each
political party puts up one candidate for each constituency. The one who wins the most votes is
elected MP for that area.

The party which wins the most seats in Parliament forms the Government. Its leader becomes the
Prime Minister. His first job is to choose his Cabinet. The Prime Minister usually takes policy
decisions with the agreement of the Cabinet.

The functions of the House of Commons are legislation and scrutiny of government activities.
The House of Commons is presided over by the Speaker. The Speaker is appointed by the
Government.

The House of Lords comprises about 1,200 peers. It is presided by the Lord Chancellor. The
House of Lords has no real power. It acts rather as an advisory council.

It's in the House of Commons that new bills are introduced and debated. If the majority of the
members are in favour of a bill, it goes to the House of Lords to be debated. The House of Lords
has the right to reject a new bill twice. But after two rejections they are obliged to accept it. And
finally a bill goes to the monarch to be signed. Only then it becomes a law.

Parliament is responsible for British national policy. Local governments are responsible for
organizing of education, police and many others.

Problems with parents. Personal problems can look silly and unimportant to the eyes of grown-
ups, who have already passed this period. These problems are caused by generation gap. Every
generation is unique in its experience. It has its own ideals and a system of values. Adults always
complain that the young are not always what they were. These words are repeated from
generation to generation. That’s correct. In fact today the young are better educated. They grow
up more quickly. They have more freedom. At present the young do not blindly accept the ideals
of their parents. They don’t believe that they are right only because they are older. But the adults
don’t want their values to be questioned. All these differences generate a generation gap when
the young and adults don’t understand one another.

As a rule, the adults dissatisfied with their own life, teach the young how to live. Unfortunately
they apply old standards to the new way of life. But the young people don’t want to live in the
past. They have their own ideas. They want to make their own mistakes rather than to listen to
the warnings of the adults and repeat the mistakes of the older generation. They want to
overcome their own difficulties. But grown-ups try to keep teenagers away from all the
“dangers”, which makes up life.

Problems with teachers. The same misunderstanding we face sometimes from the side of the
teachers. They think that youth is given for studying. However, school takes all teenagers’ time
but the person who only studies is dull.

Another problem is bad marks. Bad marks don’t encourage weak students, they simply can’t do
better. Also bad marks can cause problems with parents as they don’t want to understand that
their child does his (her) best.

Young people need to be taken seriously. As long as parents and teachers can’t take teenagers
seriously, they form their own social groups. So, many teens belong to different subcultures. The
members of these youth groups express their own identity (themselves) through clothes,
appearance, behavior and music they listen to. They have their own values and beliefs.
