Great Britain

The official name of Great Britain is the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland. Britain as a part of the United Kingdom consists of the following parts:

The United Kingdom covers over 244,000 square kilometers. Its population amounts
to more than 58 million people.

The United Kingdom is a constitutional monarchy. This means that it has a monarch, a
King or a Queen, as its Head of State.

* Common Law decisions made by judges in the past
* various unwritten conventions.

All these things can be changed at any time by new Acts of Parliament, by the judges,

and by acceptance of new conventions. Thus the British lawyers rely mostly on customs,
